   Three Heart Mountain Goodwill 

Ambassadors, former internees 

Tak Hoshizaki, and LaDonna 

Zall, the curator and archivist for 

the Foundation, cut the wire 

(instead of a ribbon) opening the 

Interpretive Learning Center.  Af-

terwards people were allowed to 

enter the ILC and view the exhib-

its documenting the life of the 

internees.
